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TAXING PROBLEMS: In recent years the club has enjoyed life free from local 

council tax by means of a discretionary 100% relief from North Kesteven District 

Council. However, we now know they are reviewing all discretionary relief and 

changes can be expected from April 1
st
 next year. The threat is that we shall lose this 

concession at the beginning of the new financial year next April. I am investigating 

what can be done to mitigate the possible imposition of tax as a result of the Council‟s 

review and, at present, we know there are things we can do to get at least an 80% 

relief and I am in the process of working through the problem. More about this later. 

The Fred Mason Tournament: 15 teams entered this year and it was great to 

welcome a number of visiting clubs from as far away as South Yorkshire. Frank 

Manley who was presented with the Trophy, mementos and prize money of £75 

from the Jubilee Park Club, Woodhall Spa, led the winners. Our own Sid Davies in 

cohorts with Olive and Brian Markwick came 2
nd

, earning £51 prize money and John 

Henning, leading a set from Leasingham collected £24 for third place. Life member 

Phil Harris presented the awards.

June for an evening of fun and introduction to bowls. With grateful thanks to Trevor 

Bakewell, Trevor Reynolds, Kath Neate, Sheila Barr, Doreen Stone and Alice 

Harding who helped the guides through an enjoyable and informative night organised 

by John Bennett. A number of the young ladies showed some basic talent and advice 

was given on what to do next if they wanted to develop their interest in the game. We 

intend to continue an interest in encouraging young people to take up the game – 

watch this space for developments! 

 

IN THE THROES OF IMPROVEMENT: The support given to the Bowling 

Development Scheme has been impressive and the thoughtful labours of the BDS 

crew (John, Trevor B, Sheila and Derek Barr) have been rewarded well by all those 

who have taken the opportunity to “brush” up on their game and, at the same time, 

learn new technical and ethical skills. The Scheme is ongoing and all 4 members are 

available to arrange mutually agreeable times for group or one-to-one sessions. All 

you need do is to call John on 461106 to set up a time.  

As a result of the work done to date there has been huge improvement of playing 

standards throughout the membership – from novices right through to those who 

might have thought they know it all already! There are a number of areas that need 

some attention though. The first is the “Team” concept where complying with the 

skip‟s advice and directions is paramount. We do still have a number of players who, 

though playing in a set are still playing as an individual, rather than accepting tactical 

instructions from the skip. A BDS session to help deal with the problem will be held 

on Sunday 29
th

 June – see the boxed flyer in this Newsletter. 

There has also been huge improvement in our delivery technique and “throwing” is 

becoming less of a problem. Everyone knows, from their earliest days of learning the 

game that bending low and almost brushing the green with the back of the hand 

achieves optimum quality to delivery – but bad habits sometimes develop and a lazy 

attitude tends to “throwing”. The very worrying thing about this is the damage done to 

the green – our most valuable asset – and our heaviest expense. 

The committee have unanimously agreed to a club policy on “throwing” and the full 

wording can be found in the minutes of the last meeting now on the website. (Again, a 

full printed copy of the minutes can be obtained if you call 461560). The main points 

are: A skip, team captain or a member of the Bowls Development Scheme must offer 

to help and advise a player who is seen to be “throwing” and the player concerned 

must co-operate with such help and advice. If such co-operation is not forthcoming 

the player will be reported to the Management Committee for appropriate action. 

It was further agreed that if any member of a visiting club causes damage to the green, 

the Heckington skip of that rink will approach his opposite number and discreetly 
point out the problem. If this does not have the desired result, the Heckington Skip 

will approach the Heckington Team Captain. If the problem persists, The 

Greenkeeper (if present) or the Team Captain will ask the visiting Team Captain to  

substitute the player concerned. If this request is refused, The Greenkeeper or Team 

Captain will ask the player to leave the green. If the player refuses, the Heckington 

Team will leave the green and a report sent to the appropriate authority.  

I should emphasise that the need for any action of this kind is extremely unlikely but a 

club policy needs to be in place to cover all eventualities. Skips and Team Managers 

are invited to have an informal chat with the Greenkeeper (John on 460116) for any 

clarification. 

 

 

 



 

LEAGUES FOR 2009 – We have just over 70 playing members. Of these about 8 

men and 6 women play regularly in league competitions. There is therefore some 80% 

of playing members who do not support the club‟s league activities on a regular basis.

The problem was discussed at 

the recent committee meeting and Team Captains have been asked to think about their 

particular situations and report back to the Secretary by 24
th

 June. We shall then be in 

a position to decide what to do in good time before registrations for 2009 are due in 

September.
